History 1302 – United States History since 1865.  Three hours college credit.  


The development of American characteristics and nationality from 1865 to the modern

  
age of American society.  This course is required of all students for graduation from 


college.

· The AC History program offers a variety of survey courses that meet Texas 

state requirements as well as the needs of students that are majors or non-majors.


-    The study of history creates a deeper appreciation of the common values and 


      institutions that have formed our unique national heritage and the ability to be 


      more sensitive to other cultures on a global basis.  In a constantly changing 


      world community it is essential that we realize interrelationships between the


      past, present, and future in forging this heritage.  

· The skills that are developed and refined in the study of history contribute to a 

more broadly educated and active student.  The students will expand reading

skills, think critically and differentiate between fact and opinion, analyze and 

interpret complex events and sources, and communicate their knowledge in an

oral or written form.

· This experience, combined with a deeper respect for and commitment to 

learning, will be of immense benefit in the pursuit of personal objectives

as well as career goals and opportunities.

· As a course designated as part of the core curriculum by the Texas Higher 

Education Coordinating Board, History 1302 must develop four specific areas

of competency:  reading, writing, speaking, and critical thinking.  Students of 

U.S. History 1302 will be expected to:

1. Analyze the effects of social, political, economic, cultural, and diplomatic forces
on the area under study;

2. Differentiate and analyze historical evidence (documentary and statistical) and 

differing historical points of view;

3. Recognize and apply reasonable criteria for the acceptability of historical 

evidence;

4. Read historical texts (primary and secondary) critically and use them for oral and 

written discussion;

5. Understand the roles of choice and cause and effect in history;

6. Comprehend the use and the potential misuse of historical analogies in 
contemporary situations;

Teaching Procedures:


Lecture:  The major portion of this course will proceed by a series of lectures which are 



   Paralleled by assignments in the text, which I may assign on occasion.  



   I strongly urge students to read the assignment and study it thoroughly



   Before coming to class.  The lectures will introduce new material, stress 

 

   important themes, and deal with matters of interpretation. 


Discussion:  Students are encouraged to actively participate in class by seeking 



       clarification of material discussed in the text or lectures or by offering



       their own insights.

Examinations:

A. Major Exams

1. There will be three major exams.

2. The student will have the entire class period to complete each exam.

3. Each major exam will have a possible value of 100 points. 

Each exam will count twice for a total of 200 points toward the final calculation of semester grade.

B. Outside Assignments

1. Each student will be required to write a critical book review of a work that

encompasses a time period in U.S. History since 1865.




a.   The critical review will be equivalent to a major exam and will have 




      a value of 100 points.  This review will count twice for a total of

                                             200 points toward the final calculation of semester grade.

b. Requirements for the review will be discussed in class.

2. Students may also be required to complete a research assignment near 

mid-semester.  Specifics of the assignment will be discussed as that time period approaches.

C. Other Assignments

1. Other educational evaluation techniques will be used during the course of the 

semester.

2. These techniques will be determined by me and might include both 

announced and unannounced quizzes, reports, etc.

                                 Each of these assignments will have a value of 100 points toward the 

                                 calculation of semester grade.

D. Final Exam

1. The final exam will be comprehensive and will have a value of 200 points.

2. Part I will include the material covered from the third exam to the final exam.

3. Part II will  be taken from relevant material covered during the semester and listed on a review sheet available to the students.

E. Make-Up Exams

1. If possible, notify me prior to missing a class or an exam.

2. Make-up exams will be given only by permission for legitimate reasons and 

must  be taken within one week of the student’s return.

3. It is the responsibility of the student to contact me concerning make-up 

exams.
